That was on
New Year's Day, 1907, when TR, who had just won the Nobel Peace Prize, threw open the doors of the
White House to the American people and shook 8,150 hands, more than any man before him. Morris re-
creates the reception with such authentic detail that the reader gets almost as vivid an impression of TR as
those who attended. One visitor remarked afterward, "Y ou go to the White House, you shake hands with
Roosevelt and hear him talk--and then you go home to wring the personality out of your clothes." The rest of
this book tells the story of TR'sirresistible rise to power. (He himself compared his trajectory to that of a
rocket.) It is, in effect, the biography of seven men--a naturalist, awriter, alover, a hunter, aranchman, a
soldier, and a politician--who merged at age forty-two to become the youngest President in our history.
Rarely has any public figure exercised such a charismatic hold on the popular imagination. Edith Wharton
likened TR's vitality to radium. H. G. Wells said that he was "a very symbol of the creative will in man."
Walter Lippmann characterized him simply as our only "lovable" chief executive. During the years 1858-
